This Sunday, we hear that Jesus goes to the top of a mountain 
with Peter, James and John. When he gets there his appearance 
changes – his face and clothes shine with light.  

A voice comes from a cloud, saying: ‘This is my Son, the 
Beloved. Listen to him.’ Whose voice do you think this is? How do 
you think the disciples feel when they hear God’s voice? 

We can hear God’s voice when we stop and pray. When we 
make time for God in our lives.

We look forward to seeing you to raise money for this worthy cause. It is also a non-uniform day and we 
ask children to bring £1 to come in their own clothes which goes towards the appeal. If everyone is able to 
do this we will make £208 before we even have the event so please support us if you are able to.

They need our support now more than ever, as with every bowl or mug 
served to a child in a place of learning comes a renewed glimmer of hope. Thank you for helping to serve 
up hope, not only to children but to families and communities.
