Phonics and Literacy

We have covered all level 1+, 2 and 3 sounds so
we will be recapping and reviewing sounds
through reading, written work and games.

The children will continue to work more
independently with their writing so they are
ready for Year 1.

We will continue to work on pencil grip, letter
formation within the pre-cursive script, sitting
letters on the line, finger spaces, capital letters
and full stops. They will also be applying their
phonic knowledge to support them with
blending in their reading and segmenting
during writing. We will be focusing on reading
and writing tricky words as well as high
frequency words.

The main focus this half term is making the
children use their own phonic knowledge
within their writing and working independently,
ready for Year 1.
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This half term, the children will be learning about the
Church. The children will begin to understand that we
call the Church, the family of God and it is God’s house.
They will learn that a church building is a holy place
where we can all pray and are welcome. The children will
learn that Jesus is present in a special way, in the Blessed
Sacrament and he invites us to be with him.
